Q2 Classroom Expectations:
1. Arrive on time (before the bell); at the bell you need to be at the assigned computer or in your seat ready for Small Group instruction (with materials out WITHOUT being prompted).
2. Bring your own headphones to use with SuccessMaker or use the ones by your computer. Do not walk around and switch them.
3. On SuccessMaker, put on your headphones (bring your own or use the ones by your computer; do not walk around and switch them). Work the entire session in SuccessMaker aiming for Adequate Progress grade on skills to be at 75%. This will help you be prepared for content area reading and the reading test in April.
4. You are to use bathroom passes to take care of your needs. Once you have used all your passes, you will not be permitted to go. If there is a medical issue, your parents should get a red pass from the clinic. Otherwise, please know that the passes provided ARE emergency passes. Any unused passes can be used for extra credit towards quarter grades.
5. Only water is permitted in class. The bottle must be stored in backpack. No other drinks will be allowed.

6. Food and candy are not allowed in class. 
7. Place your backpack either on the back of your chair or under the table to keep everyone safe.

8. Cell phones must be off and out of sight. Any phone used will be turned over to Mr. Petrilla, at his request.
9. You may not move around the room for any reason except when switching stations. This includes sharpening the pencil and throwing away the garbage; please take care of those at the beginning of class.

10. At the end of class, no matter what time it is, you will wait for the teacher to dismiss the class. You may not stand or wait by the door. Make sure you have returned all classroom items you have used, cleaned up after yourself, and turned in your work, if any. Know that if you disregard this rule, you will have timeout till the bell for next class.
11. We work bell to bell – you should be working every minute of class. If you are waiting for teacher help or the computer to restart, you are to stay quiet and let others work. You may read.
12. There may be occasional vocabulary homework. There will be an email sent to parents and students will write an note in their agenda. Students will have till Friday to turn it in.

13. You will speak and act respectfully and professionally towards everyone in our classroom community. That means you will use appropriate language and tone, raise your hand to speak, and take turns. It also means you will not interrupt others or discuss private matters in public.
All classroom expectations fall under four classroom rules students are to observe in class:
1. Listen to others.
2. Follow directions. 

3. Work quietly and do not disturb others.
4. Respect everyone and their property, including school property.
5. Do your best and take responsibility for what you say and do.

When a student chooses to disregard the rules and procedures, he/she must accept a consequence. Since students have had the whole first quarter to learn and understand what is expected of them, these rules and procedures will be strictly enforced. Failure to do so, will be cause for discipline. Consequences:
1. Warning

2. Time-out

3. Parent contact 

4. Behavior improvement essay
5. Referral
Note to Parents:  I expect my students to be active participants in the process of moving their reading skills to grade level. It is crucial they understand that what we are doing here, both in SuccessMaker and in Small Group, will only be effective if they themselves are willing to participate, read, think, ask questions, and put forth effort EVERY DAY. We are providing them with tools and support to help them be successful in school and beyond, but they are accountable for making the progress needed for that to happen. Students must realize that until they make reading skills a priority, they will not be able to meet the growing demands of testing and curriculum. Please encourage your child to do his/her best in Reading.
